Rural Victims

One study found that 45% of rural perpetrators own firearms or
other weapons.

Although absolute numbers of domestic violence and sexual
assault are higher in urban areas, the rate of domestic violence
and sexual assault victimization is higher in rural areas.

Many rural women hesitate to seek services because rural
environments prevent anonymity.

One study found that 55% to 91% of protective orders are not
served in rural areas.

o Oklahoma currently ranks 10th nationally for the number of females murdéred by males.

12% of female Oklahoma high schqol students have been forced to engagelin intercourse or
sexual activity.
Nearly 20% of Oklahoma high schoppl students have reported being hit, slapped or physically

hurt by a boyfriend or girlfriend; this is compared to the 9% of all students nationwide.
